We don't
generally recommend that students who have not comfortably passed all of their subjects in First Year take five rather than four

subjects per Semester in Second Year.

o Subject offerings and scheduling may vary slightly from the above in future years.
o The minimum requirement to complete the MDiv is 24 Semester units.
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
